Part B Preschool Eligibility Category Summary
Student’s evaluated for eligibility for special education preschool services must meet a three prong test to determine eligibility for special education and related services, as defined in the Idaho Special Education Manual, Chapter 4, Section 7.
The Eligibility Report shall document each of the following criteria:
1.  The eligibility requirements established by the state for a specific disability are met;

2. The disability must have an adverse impact on the student’s education, and

3. The student must need special education in order to benefit from his or her education.


Experiences Adverse Effect on Educational Performance:  The term “adverse effect on educational performance” is broad in scope.  An adverse effect is a harmful or unfavorable include.  Educational performance includes both academic areas (reading, math, communication, etc.) and nonacademic areas (daily life activities, mobility, social adaptation, self-help skills, etc.)  

Needs Special Education:  Special education is specially designed instruction, provided at no cost to the parents,  that meets the unique needs of a student with a disability.  Specially designed instruction means adapted, as appropriate to meet the needs of an eligible student, the content, methodology, or delivery of instruction to address the unique needs of the student that result from the student’s disability and to ensure access of the child to the general curriculum so that he or she can meet Idaho Content Standards that apply to all students.
