Post High-School Expectations in Community Living, Learning, and Working. 

Living….Examples that might be included are; living with family, independently in an apartment, in a dormitory during school and with his parents on school breaks, or in an apartment with daily support from a community based agency. 
Learning….Examples of what might be included; attend 6 week dog grooming course to receive certification in dog grooming, upon returning from a two year mission will attend Idaho State University majoring in business,
continue with developmental therapy to develop independent living skills and on-the job training in office support, or accepted to and will attend Lewis Clark State College beginning with the fall semester to major in psychology.
Working…Examples of what might be included are; continue working in their current employment situation (describe situation), upon completion of training will be employed at Pet Smart as a dog groomer, participate in a two year mission in Mexico. Upon returning will seek employment in retail management, work in retail sales to earn money while attending college to become a teacher, or volunteer at Little B’s Daycare 8 hours a week

Describe Student’s Current Levels of Academic Achievement and Functional Performance. (Include type of assessment, date of administration, and results.) 

This is basically updating their PLOP from their current IEP. You will want to include information from classes and activities the student is participating in not just formal assessments. If they are involved in school activities such as FFA, sports, student council, etc… include these as well.  Functional Performance includes areas such as, behavior and social skills, work place skills, organizational skills. The list is long and varied depending on the student. 
Include any assessments that will assist the student to receive services after high school. These would include any assessments that could be used for eligibility determination by another agency such as vocational rehabilitation. Helpful information might come from assessments such as the ASVAB, and career specific assessments. 
To assist with this and make sure that the student has the necessary information to access services and supports after high school you should  also provide the student and parent with a copy of the latest eligibility report, IEP and other assessment reports from the past three years that align with the student’s Postsecondary Expectations. 




	6.
Describe Functional Impact of the Disability (as related to living, learning, and working) 

Examples include; 1) comprehension of course material is at grade level but reading speed creates difficulty in completing assignments; 2) Pat learns best when new work skills are taught and practiced in a non-stressful time before the skill is added to their daily routine. 
This will be important for determination of needed services for post secondary and vocational rehabilitation.


	7.
Response to Intervention, Adaptations and Accommodations (as related to community living, learning, and working) 

This is a very important are to complete with as much detail as possible. Taking some of the accommodations or services from the front side and now detailing why these are currently important and why is critical information for the development supports and services in the future. 

An example; The use of text books on tape provided prior to the course beginning allows the student to preview the content before it is taught in the class increasing their ability to learn the information and perform well on assessments. 

Teaching of a new work skill twenty minutes at a time will ease anxiety and allow the skill to be taught more quickly.

Again, this is critical information for post secondary and voc. Rehab. Could include information about what didn’t work if this will assist in providing future information.

	A.  Community Living Environment:  Examples;

Assistance one time per week to organize daily medications for the next week 

Use of a calculator when figuring check book balance

support to advocate for accommodations with teachers 

calendar to organize course assignments, tests, etc… 

computer programs that assist the student
